	Summary of activity implementation (Procedure)

1) Teachers highlight the importance of increasing students’ vocabulary by learning the collocation, synonyms, antonyms, etc with the aid of the dictionary.

2) Teachers demonstrate the use of the word map by focusing on one word from the text book.

3) Teachers ask students to focus on any three words from one unit in the textbook and fill in the blanks in the word map.

4) Students bring their word maps to the groups and share what they’ve found in the groups.

5) After students hand in their work, teachers can use some of the works as examples and discuss with the students in class to see whether something can be done to make their word map clearer.
